1/2 TULLOCH:
1st (All dancers use Pas de Basque method),  5th (4 times),  3rd (1st Alt Method),  Last.

CHAMPIONSHIP RULES

1. This competition is registered with FNQ C03/2012 and ABHDI C7/2012 and will be conducted under the rules and conditions as
 set down by SOBHD and as adopted by ABHDI.

2. Teachers, interested parties or any other unauthorised person must not communicate with Judges during the Championships.  

All enquiries to the official table.

3. A competitor who has taken part in any so called Championship not recognised by the Board or any person who has acted as a judge at such 

an event, shall be ineligible to compete or judge in any recognised Championship or Competition under SOBHD rules until given permission

 to do so by the Board.  Such permission may be withheld for as long as a Board may decide.

4. According to SOBHD rules, there must be at least six entries in advance of the competition date, and at least six of these must take part 
on the day for the Championship to go ahead.  In the event of less than six competitors dancing in any one championship, section will be 

danced but the Championship will not be recognised.  No certificate, trophy or sash will be presented, but individual prize money will be paid.
5. Competitors do not have to remain in the marshalling area but must return for the correct order of ballot.  The onus is on the competitor to 
return in time for the correct order of ballot.  (ABHDI Technical 5/10/85 P 3 ratified ABHDI 6/10/85 P 8).

6. Any complaint made by an individual against the organisation or adjudication of an event, must be made in writing giving the complainants 

full name and address, and shall be lodged with the Organiser, if possible, on the day of the event, certainly not later than 48 hours after 

the event.  Such complaint to be accompanied by a fee as determined by the ABHDI which is refundable if protest upheld.

7. All placegetters in Championships are to be dressed in KILT for trophy presentation.

8. Judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

9. a)   With the advent of video equipment there be no restrictions on the usage of video equipment provided permission is obtained from 

      the organisers and judges and it does not interfere with the smooth organisation of the competition/championship or in any way restrict the 

      view of the judge/s.

b)   That judges and organisers should bear in mind that the judge’s decision is final and cannot be subjected to a video replay. 
RULES AND CONDITIONS FOR THE HIGHLAND COMPETITION

1. This competition is registered with the FNQRCHD Inc. FNQ C03/2012 and will be conducted according to the rules and conditions as set down by the S.O.B.H.D. as adopted by the A.B.H.D.I. and the Mackay Highland Dancing Association. 

2. All competitors must be REGISTERED DANCERS and registration number must be shown on entry form. Registration cards must be brought to the competition in order to receive competition number and prizes. 

3. Entries close Thursday 1st March, 2012. No phone or E-mail entries will be accepted. An entry will be deemed late if the post mark is after Thursday 1st March, 2012. Late Entries will be accepted to 5.00pm Monday, 5th March, 2012, that is the entry must be received on or before 5th March, 2012. A Late Entry fee of $10.00 applies for each dancer’s entry. A Late Entry will not be accepted unless accompanied by the late entry fee. 

4. Age of competitors will be taken as at date of competition: Saturday, 31st March, 2012. 

5. All competitors compete at their own risk. 

6. All steps from the Official textbook of the Scottish Official Board of Highland Dancing. 

7. Swords will be supplied by the Committee and used by all competitors. 

8. Competitors must use the official music provided. 

9. Eligibility of Premier and Pre-Premier section applies as at date of competition and shall be in accordance with the following: 

Primary: Open to all competitors 4 and under 7 years. Any prize gained in Primary section competitions will not be taken into account in other sections. 

Beginners: This status is held until the competitor either (a) gains a 1st, 2nd or 3rd prize in SIX separate Beginner’s competitions or (b) until 6 months following the first Beginners stamp, whichever (a) or (b) is the later, after which that competitor is classified as a Novice dancer and is not eligible to enter a Beginners event. 

Novice: This status is held until the competitor either (a) gains a 1st, 2nd or 3rd prize in SIX separate Novice competitions or (b) until 6 months following the first Novice stamp, whichever (a) or (b) is the later, after which that competitor is classified as an Intermediate dancer and is not eligible to enter a Novice event. 

Intermediate: This status is held for ONE YEAR from the date of the competitor’s first Intermediate competition, after which the competitor becomes a Premier dancer. 

Premier: Open to all dancers.  Competitors entering and dancing in a Premier event automatically become a Premier dancer. 

10. Age groups will be determined on receipt of all entries. 

11. Entry money will not be refunded unless "no dance" is declared. 

12. Entries will not be accepted unless accompanied by the correct amount of entry fee. 

13. A stamped addressed envelope for confirmation of receipt of entry must accompany entry form. 

14. All cheques, money orders and postal orders to be made payable to the Mackay Highland Dancing Association.  No postage stamps accepted. The entry fee may be direct deposited into MHDA bank account.  See details on entry form.
15. A separate entry form must be used for each competitor. 

16. The adjudicator's decision is to be final except in cases of dispute regarding AGE or INCORRECT ENTRY, when the decision of the Committee shall be final. When the age of a competitor is the subject of protest, a Birth Certificate must be produced. 

17. Any complaint made by an individual against the Organisation or adjudication of an event must be made in writing giving the complainant's full name and address, and should be lodged with the Organiser, if possible on the day of the event, certainly not later than 48 hours after the event. Such complaint to be accompanied by a fee of $5.00, which is refundable if protest is upheld. 

18. Competitors forfeit their right to dance if not in marshalling area once section has commenced. 

19. Due to interference to competitors, no practising will be permitted around or behind the stage. The audience is requested to remain seated while sections are in progress. 

20. All dancers will be allotted a position in their respective sections by ballot and must dance in the order given in the program. 

21. Judges on the List of Judges affiliated with the ABHDI who conduct teaching or coaching classes or seminars for dancers (excepting only Championship Step or medal test seminars for their examining body or for judges and/or for members of examining bodies) may not adjudicate any competitor who has attended any of these classes for a period of three (3) months after the last class or workshop that competitor attended. Should a dancer leave a teacher for any reason that dancer is not permitted to compete in front of the former teacher for a period of three (3) months from the date of leaving. (ABHDI 4, 5, 6/10/02) 
22. Order of program will not be changed for any competitor. 

23. All placegetters in CHAMPIONSHIPS must be dressed in KILT for stage presentation. 

24. In Reels when five (5) dancers remain to dance, they should compete in the following manner:- 

Three (3) with one (1) volunteer and then two (2) with two (2) volunteers. All volunteers should be of the same standard and should complete the dance. Volunteers must fill reel positions D for one (1) volunteer and positions D and C for two (2) volunteers. AT NO TIME SHOULD THERE BE ONE (1) COMPETITOR WITH THREE (3) VOLUNTEERS. 

25. Dancers must “fill in” if requested by the organizer. If a competitor fails to fill in unless for a medical reason the organizer has the right to enforce Rule 1(f), Page 28 D-Judges, SOBHD Rules and Regulations, which reads: “Provide due prominence is given to the fact in the program or in a brochure by the Organiser, then during the course of a competition, te comportment of the competitors may come under the jurisdiction of the judges not only whilst dancing, but also when entering or leaving the platform and whilst waiting for the dance to start. Any unseemly behavior on the part of a competitor or any misdemeanor likely to upset the decorum of the proceedings may be penalized by the judges and could lead to disqualification, but a full report of any such misconduct on the part of a competitor must be submitted by the judges to the organizer”. This ruling to be included in all schedules (ABHDI 2-3/5/98 P11) 
26. Teachers, interested parties or any unauthorised persons must not communicate with the Adjudicator before or during the competition, and teachers only may speak to the Adjudicator after the competition. 

27. Titles will be worked out on the SOBHD Championship Scrutineering. 

28. Depending on entries, Restricted sections for Premier dancers will be made available. If entries are not sufficient then restricted prize(s) will be offered within the section dances. 

29. There are no restrictions on the usage of video equipment, provided permission is obtained from the organisers and judge and it does not interfere with the smooth organisation of the competition or in any way restricts the view of the judge. The judge’s decision is final and cannot be subjected to a video replay. 

30. Cameras with flashlights are NOT to be used during the competition. 

31. Any rules pertaining to competition or Championship, released by SOBHD or ABHDI from the time of printing this schedule to the date of the Competition or Championship, will be adhered to. Any change to rules should be announced prior to the commencement of the Championship or competition. (ABHDI 30/4-1/5/05 P7 t).         32. The Committee reserves ALL RIGHTS.
