ORDER OF COSTUMES AS ABOVE.  ORDER OF DANCES MAY VARY WITH AGE GROUPS
HIGHLAND DANCING RULES AND CONDITIONS
1 This Competition is registered with the FNQRCHDI (Reg No FNQ ???) and will be conducted under the Rules and Conditions as set down by the SOBHD and ABHDI.

2 All Competitors must be registered dancers and Registration Number must be shown on Entry Form.  Registration Cards must be brought to the competition to be presented on request.

3 Entries definitely close on 20.02.2012.

4 Age of Competitor will be taken as at date of Competition.

5 All Competitors compete at their own risk.

6 All steps from the Official Text book of the Scottish Official Board of Highland Dancing.  Sailors Hornpipe and Irish Jig (Scottish Version) SOBHD technique.

7 Swords will be supplied by the committee and used by all Competitors.

8 Competitors must use the Official Music provided.

9 Ag Groups will be decided on receipt of entries.

10 Entry money will not be refunded unless “No Dance” is declared.

11 Entries will not be accepted unless accompanied by the correct amount of Entry Fee.

12 A stamped self-addressed envelope must accompany entry form for return of Competitor’s receipt.

13 All cheques and money orders to be made payable to the ‘Lower Burdekin Celtic Dancing Association Inc’. No postage stamps accepted.

14 Entry Fees:  $15.00 per Title;  $10.00 per Trophy Dance;  $5.00 per Solo

15 ‘Local Dancer’ refers to Highland Dancers whose family are registered members of the Lower Burdekin Celtic Dancing Association Inc. and attend a Burdekin Highland/Irish Dancing School or Branch thereof.

16 The Adjudicator’s decision is to be final except in cases of dispute regarding GE or INCORRECT ENTRY, when the decision of the Committee shall be final.  Where the age of a Competitor is the subject of protest, a Birth Certificate must be produced.

17 Any complaint made by an individual against the organization or adjudication of any event, must be in writing giving complainant’s full name and address, and shall be lodged with the organiser, if possible on the day of the event, certainly no later than 48 hours of the event.  Such complaint to be accompanied by a fee of $5.00 which is refundable if protest is upheld.  (SOBHD “IX” P45.)

18 Competitors forfeit their right to dance if not in marshalling area once section has commenced.

19 Due to interference of Competitors, no practising will be permitted around or behind the stage.

20 Adjudicators on the SOBHD Panel who conduct teaching or coaching classes or seminars for dancers (excepting only Championship step or medal test seminars for judges and/or full members of Examining Bodies) may not adjudicate any competitor who has attended any of these classes, for a period of three (3) months after the last class or workshop that competitor attended.

21 Eligibility of “Pre Premier” sections applies as at date of Competition and shall be in accordance with the SOBHD Registration Scheme.

22 Competitors must advise the organiser of any change of level that may occur between the closing date of entries and the date of competition as soon as possible.

23 Dancers must fill in when required by the Organisers in reels.  Dancers must be of the same level or higher.  When five (5) competitors remain they will dance: 3 dancers + 1 volunteer and 2 dancers + 2 volunteers.

24 If a Competitor fails to fill-in in any Reel, unless for a medical reason, the organiser has the right to enforce Rule 1f), Page 28.  D-Judges, SOBHD Rules and Regulations, which reads – “Provided due prominence is given to the fact in the programme or in a brochure by the organiser, then during the course of a competition the comportment of the competitors may come under the jurisdiction of the judges, not only whilst dancing but also when entering or leaving the platform and whilst waiting for the dance to start.  Any unseemly behaviour on the part of a competitor or any misdemeanour likely to upset the decorum of the proceedings may be penalised by the judges and could lead to disqualification, but a full report or any such misconduct on the part of a competitor must be submitted by the judges to the organiser.
